NEW BUSINESS
ORDINANCE NO. 1816 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING KETTLE FALLS MUNICIPAL CODE (KFMC) 8.04.050 GARBAGE/SANITATION RATE SCHEDULE
Clerk/Treasurer Raena Hallam stated the proposed rate change is per the contract with Sunshine Disposal based on CPI.
Council Member Wayne Wardlow moved to introduce Ordinance No. 1816 by title only.  Council Member Dale Drake seconded the motion.  Motion carried by all. OFFICE OF SENATOR PATTY MURRAY – FY24 CONGRESSIONALLY DIRECTED SPENDING FUNDING
Council Member Wayne Wardlow reviewed an email he received from Ms. Khalia Pickett, Grant Administrator for Stevens County offering to assist the Upper Columbia Pool District to apply for funding for a pool cover. 
Council Member Wayne Wardlow requested a letter of support from the City.  Mayor Jesse Garrett stated he would draft a letter of support to put with the application.
OLD BUSINESS
GRANT FUNDING FOR ELECTRIC VEHICLE INFRASTRUCTURE
Mayor Garrett stated the grant funding available for electric vehicle infrastructure is intended for projects that are shovel ready.  At this time the City doesn’t have a shovel ready project that would qualify for these funds.
CITY HALL ROOF

Council Member Dale Drake asked about the City Hall Roof Project.  Mayor Jesse Garrett stated the staff is working on putting together some options.




EMPLOYEE WAGE INCREASES
Council Member Dale Drake stated he wants to make sure the Resolution that gives the employees the cost-of-living increase is changed this year.  He doesn’t want to go into budget time without it being changed.  Mayor Jesse Garrett stated he has been talking with staff and the Labor Relations Committee will need to review.
MEETING PODIUM
Council Member Dale Drake stated he would like to have a podium with a microphone at the City Council meetings for people to use when addressing the City Council.

As there was no Public Comment City Council moved on to Adjournment.
